Normally we would have rescued, treated, 
and adopted over 500 pets, most of which did not 
find a no-kill shelter.  
Our new shelter is very close to being completed, 
however our immediate problem is financing.  
Fortunately our earlier fund raisers have been 
very successful but we need this ” WALK” to be 
exceptional. Forty thousand dollars will both 
complete our shelter and out-fit our low cost  
spay/neuter surgery suite.  With this in mind,  
please support our walk, encourage others to  
walk and to sponsor your efforts.
